She looked through a carton of books sent to her by Viking Press as possible movie material and she selected Canadian Summer as the most promising book. For years the Marlin family has been trying to find the screenplay that HvS said had been cleverly written from her book. In July 2007, the de Vesci relatives were located. HvS sons Randal and John have spoken with Dennis Daines, who took custody from his sister of a few items from de Vesci's property. A great-nephew will be looking through the family chest to see if he can find anything about the script. Stay tuned.
